Instructions for Activity 1


This is an activity for beginners so it would be an ideal game for children around 8 years old.

It can be used after teaching the functions I like…. I don’t like or He/she likes… doesn’t like.

Classroom organization:  
Children are expected to work on the computers in groups of 3 or 4.If there is no computer lab available then the teacher uses a projector and worksheet 1.   The activity is presented to the whole class and the children work in groups having this work sheet in front of them.  The teacher presents the activity to them and the children work in groups in order to write the relevant work under each picture.   At the end, they need to hand the worksheet to the teacher and the groups get points for each correct answer.   

Another alternative is that this activity can be an end of lesson game for just a group of children.  

Procedures: The teacher gives the relevant URL to the children.  The children find the activity and start playing.  If the teacher wishes, a time limit can be set e.g. “you have two minutes to match as many pictures to the words as possible”.

When the activity is completed, children might be asked to proceed with more activities like: http://www.manythings.org/lulu/e5.htmlor http://www.manythings.org/lulu/e6.html.   Both these activities are variations of the first one; they include the same pictures and the same words and can be a very good opportunity for further practice.
Moreover, children may be asked to prepare a poster on sports they like and don’t like or what their friend likes or doesn’t like.  Worksheet 2 can be used in this case  

ADDED VALUE:

It is a game that will offer fun and motivation to the learners. We all know that this is  much needed in the classroom.  Games also offer enthusiasm to the children and make the classroom environment pleasant.
Pupils have the opportunity to revise the correct spelling of the words without realizing it

If supplementary material is used, it can form the basis for more work on functions related to expressing likes and dislikes – followed by a poster or a paragraph based on worksheet 2
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
